Tour of the South East Windmills
20th May 2018
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This year we have a unique one-off special event to tempt you and your MG out on the road. We have a tour that visits seven windmills in the Redhill/Reigate area, which includes a wide variety of windmills from ‘smock’ to ‘post’ varieties, and one a wind-driven saw mill. We have obtained special access to quite a few of these windmills, that is unlikely to be repeated. 

The event starts at Priory Farm Nursery, South Nutfield. RH1 4EJ, and finishes at the relocated windmill at Charlwood, where we have arranged for tours of the windmill, while people enjoy a barbeque lunch.

 Cars should aim to leave the garden centre around 10am, having signed on and received their route instructions, so that they can get round all the windmills before the barbeque starts at 1pm, when the first tour of the Charlwood windmill also starts. The tours take place every 45 minutes, with 10 people at a time; special tickets will be given to indicate which of the tours you have been booked in for.

The garden centre is specially opening up for us from 9.30 for coffee/teas, and a special MG parking area is being designated

Some windmills are in private land, but we have permission from some owners to walk round their windmills and take photographs. The special saw mill will be open and working especially for us. This is the only remaining wind saw mill in the country.

At Charlwood, we shall also be running a Pride of Ownership competition for pre-55 and post-55 cars for the Woodcroft and Black Horse trophies.

We shall be allowing people to come straight to Charlwood, if they find the start inconvenient, but they will still need to pre-book the barbeque and any tour of the windmill there, as we need to know how many people to cater for.
