1. Entrants and Spectators – 

· Entry Cost for the event inclusive of entry to the Memorials and the Scenic Run Touring Assembly is:

· MGCC Member - £14.00 per car including driver and passengers.
· Non-Member    - £16.00 per car including driver and passengers.

Note - There will be no admissions on the day and no refunds in the event of inclement weather.  The entry cost includes a donation to each Memorial which will be made by MGCCSE.
2. Event Documentation and Signing-on:
· Event Entry - Entrants will need to complete a pre-event Registration/Entry Form to confirm details of entrant, passengers and vehicle including name and address, telephone numbers, email, club membership, vehicle make/model/registration.

3. Event Organisation – 

· General - The Scenic Run Touring Assembly will be organised under a Motorsport UK Certificate of Exemption. Touring Assembly routes will be agreed with the appropriate County Route Liaison Officer.

        It will be a condition of entry that anyone showing COVID 19 symptoms within 10 days of the event must   not take part in the event.        
· Scenic Run - Marshalls will be present at each Memorial. 
· Event Times - The MG Event at Spitfire & Hurricane Museum opens at 10.00am with special parking in the Coach Park. The 1 hour 40 min scenic run will be a staggered start - last leavers suggested by 12.30pm. The organisers are mindful that entrants may wish to stop for a pub lunch or visit the Hawkinge Museum as suggested on Run Route details but would recommend arriving at Capel-le-Ferne by 2.30pm for official group photo at the special parking next to the Airman Memorial.  Capel-le-Ferne closes at 5pm.  
· Refreshments – Both Memorials have Cafes on site which serve food and hot and cold drinks.  Members can bring their own picnics and refreshments. 
The Lydenn Bell PH CT15 7EX is on route where 30 places are available from 12.30pm in the Marquee at additional cost – please state in entry form to book a place.
· Dogs are not permitted.
· Special Needs - Please let the organisers know if any entrant driver or passenger has any special needs such as accessibility, etc. and assistance may be required.
· Event Publicity and Records - Please be aware that the MGCC reserves the right to publish any photographs taken at the event on the Club website, Social Media or Newsletter/Club Magazine.
